Frosthite
on his sensitive nose, cars
and paws can creep up
quickly.

If your dog has an
especially exuberant
nature, find creative ways
to bring his activity inside.
Some cities have indoor

dog playgrounds, or
similar places. Find him
one and keep it in mind for
cold weather emergencies.

Dogs can avoid winter
discomfort with proper
outerwear, That means a
great coat, and pair of
booties or an excellent paw
protection plan. And that's
Just for starters.

Big freeze - big appetite

If your dog loves the cold
and his exercise increases,
consider modifying his
winter diet, Many dogs
need more food in the
winter in order to keep
warm. He'd probably be
happy with a few extra
healthy treats daily.

If possible, take him for a

“test run," before you buy.
Many dogs won't suffer the

indignity of booties, so
you'll want to protect his
bare paws as well as you
can. Nothing wrecks a
good time like sore, salty
paws. Avoid this by
applying a protective pad
cream. Just rub a generous
amount into his pads. Not
as good as boots, but better
than going bare.

Depending on the breed, a
dog coat is a winter must.
Be sure to look for the
same things in a good coat
as you would in boots. And
nowadays, you can take
advantage of newer styles
that include safety features
like reflective materials
stitched nto the coat. This
improves visibility, which
1s a key safety
consideration for active
outdoor dogs, as the
weather darkens the skies.

And they're off}

Since dogs don't always
know when enough's
cnough when they're
having a blast, monitor
your dog regularly while
outside, If he begins

shivering, whimpering,
lifting his paws repeatedly,
or acting especially tired,
it's time to head in.

Home sweet home

Once the fun is over, he's
not done yet. Now it's time
to gently wash and dry his
paws with a warm, moist
washcloth, This gets rid of
any salt, ice, small stones
or dirt that can get caught
and cause discomfort.
Then dry him off and offer
him a fresh bowl of water:
he may need re-hydrating,
And a nice warm nap -
those winter workouts can
be exhausting!
